Where Are We As A Society Of Security Professionals and What Should We Be Doing 

At This time Of The Year

 We are in the last phase of another successful year for ASIS International, ASIS Region 6, and each of our 
Chapters.  Now is the time to focus on what needs to be done to “seal the deal” so to speak and not rest on our 
laurels.  For leaders at every level within our organization, we need to focus on selecting our Chapter’s leaders 
for next year and recognize folks who have worked tirelessly to ensure the Chapter’s goals were achieved ac-
cording to the business plans this year.  These are good leadership practices that are essential to continuing to 
realize success in the future.   
 
 Conducting the election process should have already begun and must be completed according to ASIS Pro-
cedure 4009.  The following are highlights of that procedure: 
 

 All methods of “campaigning” by ANYONE are expressly prohibited. 

 A nominating committee, consisting of at least three members in good standing not to include a current 
elected officer, will submit names of nominees for the four elected officer positions to the Chapter Secre-
tary no later than 15 days prior to the annual business meeting of the chapter. 

 At the annual business meeting, the nominating committee will announce its nomination for office and take 
nominations for those positions from the floor at the annual business meeting. 

 Nominations must be seconded if the nominee consents to serve if elected and is present or have submit-
ted a written statement to the committee agreeing to service. 

 If there are multiple nominees for a chapter office, the vote must be conducted by written ballots to be in-
spected by three inspectors appointed by the presiding officer and not a nominee. 

 The nominee receiving the majority of votes will be declared elected by the presiding officer.  

 In the event of a tie vote, written balloting will continue until the tie is broken. 

 The names of the elected officers shall be recorded on the Chapter Questionnaire (available online) and 
submitted to ASIS Headquarters and the Region 6 RVP by December 10

th
. 

 
 Note:  Chapter Questionnaire revisions to include appointed officers may be submitted after December 
10

th
 and no appointed officers will receive credit for their service unless their names are submitted on a Chapter 

Questionnaire. 
 
 The most effective tool in the “tool box” of a successful leader is motivation.  Motivation describes a worker’s 

intrinsic enthusiasm and drive to accomplish work and nothing promotes that satisfaction like recognition.  Chap-

ters have traditionally presented mementos in appreciation and recognition of their volunteer workers.  Memen-

tos include plaques, certificates, and letters of appreciation that can be procured from ASIS Store, local awards 

stores, or printed from your computer.  My point is recognition of a worker in your chapter for a job well done is 

immeasurable in motivating that individual to do more and encourage his or her peers to volunteer as well. 

 Young Professionals Initiative is an important program that is essential to the longevity of our society.  As 

the members age, we must have a cadre who will naturally evolve into leadership positions.  Now is the time of 

year that chapters can take the first step in the process of identifying Young Professionals for induction into our 

society in the near future.  Specifically now is the time that we, Region 6 and ASIS International, are accepting 

nominations for scholarships to institutions of higher learning of those deserving student who are pursuing the 

security management field.   
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 These scholarships are paid at three levels within ASIS Region 6.  Chapters typically select a recipient 
of the Chapter Scholarship.  Chapter Chairpersons then nominate that person for the Region 6 RVP Scholarship 
of $500.  The recipient of that award is also nominated for a scholarship presented by ASIS International, which 
is valued at double the chapter award up to $1,000.  Now is the time for each chapter to submit a nominee to me 
so I can select the recipient of the Region 6 Scholarship.  I will forward the name of the recipient to the ASIS 
Foundation for consideration of one of the thirty scholarships to be presented by the ASIS Foundation.  Again 
the number of ASIS Foundation Scholarships is limited to thirty so time is or the essence. 
 
 Now is the time for reflection of what we have done and what still needs to be done to make 2011 the 
best year your chapter or region has ever had.  I appreciate your hard work and commitment to ASIS and wish  
you the best of luck for the remainder of the year.

 It is coming close to that time of year again when we think about the pleasant Holiday Season. On the 
other hand it also the time when the Chapter Officers and Treasurers have some upcoming Tax and Accounting 
work to accomplish. Yes, this is early but I would like to remind the Chapters to review their plans for submitting 
the Chapter Audit Certification Forms and Checklists as well as the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) forms. A 
chapter may be required to file annual return on either Form 990-EZ, Short Form –Return of Organization Ex-
empt from Income Tax, or Form 990, Return of Organization Exempt from Income Tax. Exceptions to these rules 
are made for an organization that has gross receipts in each taxable year of not more than $25,000. Most chap-
ters need only complete the name and address section plus check the appropriate box indicating the chapter 
had gross receipts of less than $25,000 for the taxable year. Additional details can be found in the ASIS Chapter 
Financial Handbook, which is available at the Region 6 website: http://www.asisregion6.com/index.php?
pageid=hbcodes. 
 
 I would like to remind the Chapter Officers and members that the regional finance account is completely 
dependent upon Members, Chapters and Sponsor donations. It is only possible for the region to support scholar-
ships, educational programs for members, professional programs and chapter and regional website support with 
your help. Therefore, I once again appeal to the generous nature of those of you with the monetary capital to 
assist.

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Region 6 Communications Director Notes

 One of the key responsibilities of the Chapter Secretary is to record the minutes of all chapter and board 
meetings and to post the reports to ASIS International headquarters.  These reports are posted at http://
www.asisonline.org/membership/volunteer-secure/chapterReport.xml by filling in the online form. 
 
 During the last several months, many of these reports have either not been posted or have only minimal 
information posted.  According to the ASIS Policy and Procedures Guide, the Secretary is to submit the minutes 
immediately after the executive or chapter meeting.  Reports haves been days or weeks late or not at all.  If no 
chapter report is produced, then it cannot be posted on the Chapter’s website nor can members be informed on 
chapter activities. 
 
 Sometimes the Chapter Secretary says, “I couldn’t get the latest financial report from the Treasurer, he 
hasn’t compiled the latest income and expenses from the meeting!”  This excuse shows poor planning and lack 
of attention by the Secretary.  A smart secretary will obtain the financial data “As of” the beginning of the meet-
ing.  All income transactions caused by the meeting should be captured in the next month’s report.  This allows 
filling of the report immediately at the conclusion of meeting.  A techno-savvy chapter secretary could use a lap-
top or iPad to capture chapter activities as they occur and submit the report at the conclusion of the meeting. 
 
 As of 18 October, 8 chapter reports are missing and a dozen or so reports had been submitted one or 
two months late.  This is unsatisfactory for an organization that stresses professionalism and attention to detail.   
 
 As we head into the season for chapter elections, we most nominate and elect chapter officers who un-

derstand each position requires actual work and responsibilities.  In this light, I recommend that each newly 

elected officer attend the Regional Training Session for new officers.  Officers may attend in person or virtually 

on line.  The training session to be held on Monday 5 December.  Each officer’s job and responsibilities will be 

discussed in detail with many “helpful hints” on the best way to accomplish these tasks.

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Liability Associated With Workplace Violence 
 
 
 

  
 Businesses are risking significant financial losses associated with deliberate indifference toward work-
place violence.  Although instances of workplace violence still occur as frequently as in the past, the difference 
today is that these instances receive more publicity.  Owners and managers of some businesses understand the 
risks, but most still do not.  Some perceive businesses are exempt from liability in which their employees are 
victimized due to the workers’ compensation bar doctrine.  The question you should have is the organization for 
which I am responsible doing what is absolutely necessary to reduce the risks?  To help you assess the prepar-
edness of your organization, I offer the following questions: 
 

 Do you have preventive measures for all four types of workplace violence which include dislocated domes-
tic violence, crimes against employees by unknown persons, disgruntled employees, and sexual harass-
ment? 

 Does the nature of your organization’s business foster the likelihood of violence? 

 Is there a history of violence that has already occurred in connection with your business? 

 What has been done to reduce the opportunity for violence? 

 Does your workplace violence program have support from top leadership? 

 Are all of your employees adequately familiar with your workplace violence prevention program? 

 Have you tested the adequacy of your prevention measures by conducting drills and exercises? 
 

 There are several legal theories associated with workplace violence as follows: 
 

 Status – refers to what the injured party was doing when he or she was injured or killed. 

 Foreseeability – when the responsible party is aware of a known, specific danger and does not want of 
that danger. 

 Vicarious liability – when an employee was acting in the scope and course of employment when the wrong 
occurred. 

 Respondeate superior – when an employer is held liable for the wrongful acts of an employee. 

 Workers’ compensation bar doctrine – an employee is barred from suing their employee from tort recovery 
and may only pursue damages available in a state’s workers’ compensation system. 

 Gross negligence – provides a victim with the opportunity to sue an employer for acts of misconduct by the 
employer which includes failure to exercise most any care. 

 Negligent hiring and negligent retention – is when an employer knew or should have know that an em-
ployee was unfit to be hired.  The later is when an employer becomes aware of an employee’s unsuitability 
and fails to take action. 

 
 Actions that must be taken to reduce the risks include: 
 

 Establish an employee assistance program that provides counseling for mental issues and substance 
abuse to name a few. 

 A performance evaluation program must be used to evaluate employees and their performance especially 
significant changes. 

 Perception intervention by implementation of policies and procedures to prevent misperceptions of inequi-
ties. 

 Most importantly establish and maintain a strong workplace violence prevention policy.  A world class pol-
icy can be found at http://www.asisonline.org/guidelines/member-secure/published_download.xml.
